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Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi Releases 22" Instalment of PM-KISAN

Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi released the 22™ instalment
of the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN) scheme on
13 March 2026 from Guwahati, Assam. Under this instalment, more than
18,640 crore has been transferred directly to the bank accounts of over
9.32 crore farmer families across the country through Direct Benefit
Transfer (DBT).

Sharing these details, Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture & Farmers
Welfare and Rural Development Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan stated
that the scheme reflects the Government’s strong commitment to
farmers’ welfare under the leadership of Hon’ble Prime Minister
Shri Narendra Modi. He described PM-KISAN as an important step
towards ensuring “Annadata Samman.”

The Minister informed that since the launch of the scheme in February
2019, more than ¥4.09 lakh crore has been directly transferred to the
accounts of eligible farmers. With the release of the 22™ instalment, the
total cumulative transfer will exceed ¥4.27 lakh crore, marking a
significant milestone in providing direct income support to farmers.

Under PM-KISAN, every eligible farmer family receives 26,000 per year in three equal instalments, which are transferred directly into their bank
accounts through DBT, ensuring transparency and eliminating intermediaries.

Highlighting the scheme’s inclusive reach, Hon’ble Union Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan said that over 2.15 crore women farmers will receive
financial assistance under the 22" instalment. He noted that the assistance helps farmers purchase essential agricultural inputs such as seeds, fertilizers
and pesticides, while also supporting important household needs including education and healthcare.

The Minister also emphasized that PM-KISAN is a technology-driven and transparent scheme supported by India’s Digital Public Infrastructure. For
the convenience of farmers, the “Know Your Status (KY'S)” module has been introduced on the PM-KISAN portal, allowing beneficiaries to check
their payment status, eligibility, Aadhaar linking and e-KYC details in one place. A face-authentication-based mobile app has also been launched to
enable farmers to complete their e-KYC from home.

In addition, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare has launched “Kisan-eMitra,” an Al-based voice chatbot, which provides 24x7
information related to PM-KISAN in 11 regional languages and is helping farmers resolve their queries quickly.

Hon’ble Union Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan reiterated that under the leadership of Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, the welfare of
farmers remains at the centre of government policy. He highlighted that initiatives such as PM-KISAN, Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, Soil Health
Cards, expansion of Kisan Credit Cards and continuous increases in Minimum Support Price (MSP) are bringing positive changes in the lives of India’s
farmers.

Manthan Meeting Strengthens Vision

Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah chaired a high-level Manthan Meeting in Gandhinagar,
Gujarat, bringing together Cooperation Ministers from all States and Union Territories under the theme “Sahkar se
Samriddhi.” The meeting aimed to strengthen the role of cooperatives in achieving the vision of a fully developed India by
2047.

On the occasion, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated and laid the foundation
stone of projects worth 265 crore related to ethanol production, energy initiatives, organic potash, warehouses and
protein powder plants. He also visited an exhibition on cooperative initiatives and released a report highlighting best
practices in cooperatives and the International Year of Cooperatives.

Hon’ble Ministers of State for Cooperation Shri Krishan Pal Gurjar and Shri Murlidhar Mohol, along with senior officials
and dignitaries, were present at the event.

Addressing the gathering, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah stated that under the leadership
of Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, India is progressing rapidly across sectors and emerging as a pioneer in
areas that will shape the global economy over the next twenty-five years. He emphasized that the Manthan Meeting was
organised to strengthen the cooperative movement so that it contributes meaningfully to the goal of building a developed
India by 2047.

He further noted that a truly developed nation cannot be defined merely by economic indicators. A developed India, he
said, would be one where 1.4 billion citizens live with dignity, and cooperatives can play a vital role in achieving this
vision.

Highlighting the importance of key sectors, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah stated that
agriculture, rural development and animal husbandry must be strengthened to ensure comprehensive national progress.
He observed that over the past four years the Government has adopted a scientific approach to strengthening the
cooperative sector, and encouraging results have already begun to emerge.

Emphasizing priority areas, he stressed the need to significantly expand food grain storage capacity in the country.
According to him, storage capacity must increase nearly threefold in the coming years, with at least two-thirds of this
expansion being undertaken by the cooperative sector. He added that the establishment of a universally accessible storage
system across the country is possible only through cooperatives.

He suggested that institutions such as tehsil-level cooperative dairies, state marketing federations, district cooperative
banks and district purchase-sale unions should actively participate in constructing large warehouses. Aligning
procurement, storage and distribution systems regionally, he said, could help reduce transportation costs by 30—40
percent.

Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah also called upon States to revive closed sugar mills and
explore diversification opportunities. He noted that successful experiments have shown that sugar mills can produce up to
eleven different products, including fertilizers and gas. A national-level cooperative has been formed to facilitate such
diversification, and the operational framework for this initiative will be finalised soon.

Highlighting the concept of “Sahkarita mein Sahkar” (Cooperation Amongst Cooperatives), he urged all cooperative
institutions to maintain their bank accounts with District Cooperative Banks. He also informed that cooperative banks
could be made nodal agencies for implementing Central Government schemes, and State Governments should ensure that
funds under schemes such as PM-Kisan and old-age pensions are routed through these banks.

The Union Minister also announced plans to establish cooperatives for retail workers, carpenters, plumbers and
electricians, enabling them to receive fair remuneration and better working conditions. He expressed confidence that in
the coming years more than 40 percent of the country’s population will be associated with the cooperative sector.

Speaking about new initiatives, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah stated that Bharat Taxi, a
cooperative-based taxi service, will soon expand to every municipal corporation city across the country. More than three
lakh drivers have already joined the platform, which aims to benefit both drivers and passengers. Krishak Bharati
Cooperative Limited (KRIBHCO) is also a co-promoter of Bharat Taxi.

During the meeting, detailed presentations were made on the progress and future action plans of various cooperative
initiatives. Discussions focused on establishing two lakh new multipurpose Primary Agricultural Credit Societies
(PACS), dairy and fisheries cooperatives to accelerate the rural economy.

The meeting also emphasized the expansion of a nationwide network of modern warehouses under the world’s largest
grain storage scheme to ensure improved storage, price stability and better market access for farmers.

States were encouraged to actively participate in newly formed national cooperative institutions such as National
Cooperative Exports Limited (NCEL), National Cooperative Organics Limited (NCOL) and Bharatiya Beej Sahkari
Samiti Limited (BBSSL) to promote exports, organic farming and quality seed supply through cooperatives.

The discussions further covered reforms in State cooperative laws, adoption of the Model Cooperative Act in line with the
97" Constitutional Amendment, improving the financial viability of cooperative sugar mills, promoting circularity and
sustainability in the dairy sector, and expanding dairy cooperative societies in collaboration with Amul and NDDB.

Other important topics included promoting pulses and maize production, addressing challenges faced by cooperative
banks, strengthening Shared Service Entities (SSE) and umbrella structures, expanding membership and awareness
campaigns, and developing an effective media and communication strategy for the cooperative movement.

The meeting also reviewed expectations from States regarding computerization of PACS and RCS offices, utilization of
the National Cooperative Database, human resource development and training, and improved implementation of National
Cooperative Development Corporation (NCDC) schemes.
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Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah
Inaugurates Major Development Projects in Odisha

Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated
and laid the foundation stones for several key development initiatives in
Bhubaneswar, Odisha, related to the National Dairy Development Board
(NDDB), the Odisha State Cooperative Milk Producers’ Federation
(OMFED), and the Government of Odisha. On the occasion, he also
inaugurated Sulphuric Acid Plant—IIT at Paradip and addressed a Cooperative
Development Seminar.

Union Minister Shri Dharmendra Pradhan and Odisha Chief Minister
Shri Mohan Charan Majhi, along with several dignitaries, were present at the
event. Addressing the gathering, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation
Minister Shri Amit Shah described the occasion as an important milestone in
Odisha’s development journey, noting that projects worth over 3,770 crore
were inaugurated or had their foundation stones laid in a single day.

These initiatives span multiple sectors and are expected to strengthen
infrastructure, enhance institutional capacity, and accelerate economic growth
in the state.

As part of the programme, the foundation stone for a campus of the National
Forensic Sciences University (NFSU) in Odisha was laid, while a temporary
campus was also inaugurated. The institute will offer around 30 specialised
courses and provide educational opportunities to nearly 2,500 students,
contributing to the development of skilled manpower in the field of forensic
science.

Highlighting the importance of the cooperative sector in rural development, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah stated that the
Ministry of Cooperation and the Government of Odisha will jointly work towards creating a strong cooperative ecosystem in every village of the state, inspired
by the successful Amul model. Expanding dairy cooperatives, he said, will strengthen rural livelihoods and create new opportunities for farmers and rural
communities, particularly women.

During the event, Sulphuric Acid Plant-III at IFFCO’s Paradip unit was also inaugurated, which is expected to strengthen domestic production capacity for
sulphuric acid, an important input for fertiliser and chemical industries.

Speaking about India’s broader development trajectory, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah noted that the Government of India has
signed multiple Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) in recent years, strengthening global economic engagement and boosting trade opportunities. He also
highlighted that India continues to be among the fastest-growing major economies in the world, reflecting the country’s strong growth momentum.

Concluding his address, Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah reiterated that the Government of India and the Government of Odisha
will continue working together to promote development through the cooperative model, benefiting farmers, rural communities, and particularly women across
the state.

Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development
Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan Launches AI-Based ‘Bharat VISTAAR’ Scheme

Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan launched the Artificial Intelligence-
based ‘Bharat VISTAAR’ (Virtual Integrated System to Access Agricultural Resources) Scheme — Phase I in Jaipur, Rajasthan. The initiative aims to
provide farmers with easy access to agricultural information and advisory services through advanced digital technology.

The launch programme was attended by Hon’ble Chief Minister of Rajasthan Shri Bhajanlal Sharma, along with farmers, agricultural experts and
senior officials. During the event, the Minister also unveiled a farmer-centric Al Hackathon and the Agri Kosh Al Strategy Roadmap, highlighting the
government’s focus on integrating modern technology with agriculture.

Addressing the gathering, Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan said that
the Government of India is committed to strengthening farmers’ productivity and enhancing rural prosperity through the use of innovative
technologies. He emphasised that Artificial Intelligence and digital platforms can significantly improve access to timely information and enable
farmers to make better decisions in their farming activities.

The Department of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare has introduced the ‘Bharat VISTAAR’ platform as an Al-enabled advisory system designed to
provide farmers with real-time information related to agriculture. Through this system, farmers can use smartphones or basic mobile phones to ask
questions and receive instant guidance on farming practices, weather conditions, government schemes and market prices.

Under the scheme, farmers can simply dial the helpline number 155261 to raise their queries and receive solutions. The platform will provide responses
in the farmer’s local language, making the service accessible even in remote areas. Initially available in Hindi and English, the service will soon be
expanded to 11 Indian languages.

Assignificant feature of the initiative is the creation of a Farmer Identity Card (Farmer ID), which will store comprehensive data related to farmers and
link them with various agricultural schemes. Currently, services such as the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana and the Soil Health Card Scheme are
integrated into the platform. In the future, the system will gradually connect farmers with all major agriculture-related government programmes.

Hon’ble Chief Minister of Rajasthan Shri Bhajanlal Sharma, speaking on the occasion, said that achieving the vision of “Viksit Bharat’ by 2047 will
require empowered and prosperous farmers. He noted that initiatives like ‘Bharat VISTAAR’ will help farmers adopt modern agricultural practices by
providing timely information related to soil testing, seeds, fertilisers, irrigation and market trends.

Shri Devesh Chaturvedi, Secretary, Department of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, highlighted that the scheme aims to provide farmers with all
essential agricultural information on a single digital platform. He added that expanding services in regional languages will further strengthen the reach
of the platform.

Dr. M. L. Jat, Director General of the Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR) described the initiative as a significant step towards integrating
India’s agricultural knowledge systems with modern digital infrastructure. He noted that the platform has been designed to be farmer-centric and
technology-driven, ensuring that scientific knowledge and government services reach farmers efficiently.

The programme was attended by Shri Bhagirath Choudhary, Union Minister of State for Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare; Smt. Manju Sharma,
Member of Parliament from Jaipur; Shri V. Srinivas, Chief Secretary of Rajasthan; and Smt. Manju Rajpal, Principal Secretary, Government of
Rajasthan, along with several other dignitaries. Agriculture ministers from various states also joined the programme through video conferencing.

The ‘Bharat VISTAAR’ platform integrates resources from AgriStack, ICAR, the India Meteorological Department (IMD), mandi price systems and
various agricultural schemes, creating a unified digital ecosystem for farmers. By providing access to information on crop advisory, market prices,
credit, insurance and government schemes, the initiative aims to enhance agricultural productivity while reducing risks for farmers.
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Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development
Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan Marks Five Years of ‘One Plant Per Day’ Resolution

Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development
Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan marked the completion of five years of his ‘One Plant Per Day’
resolution during a special programme held at A.P. Shinde Hall, Pusa, New Delhi. The
occasion highlighted efforts to transform this personal environmental commitment into a
nationwide green movement encouraging greater public participation in tree plantation.

The programme was attended by Sadhvi Didi Maa Ritambhara, environmentalist
Dr. Anil Joshi, Director General of ICAR Dr. M. L. Jat, Smt. Sadhana Singh, Senior
Journalist Shri Ashutosh Jha, and several other dignitaries. The event commenced with a
tree plantation drive on the Pusa campus, symbolising the importance of environmental
conservation.

Addressing the gathering, Hon’ble Union Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan announced
that all programmes organised by the Ministry of Agriculture, ICAR institutions,
agricultural universities, Krishi Vigyan Kendras (KVKs), and the Department of Rural
Development will now begin with tree plantation. He said this simple step could
significantly expand the country’s tree plantation efforts and strengthen environmental
awareness.

From Personal Resolution to National Campaign

Shri Chouhan shared that the idea behind this initiative evolved over the years through
various environmental campaigns. Referring to the Narmada Seva Yatra in 2017, he noted
that the plantation of more than six crore saplings in Madhya Pradesh helped transform
environmental conservation into a large public movement.

Building on this spirit, the ‘Ankur Campaign’ was launched to encourage citizens to plant
saplings, upload photographs on a digital platform, and pledge to nurture the plants.
Through this initiative, nearly one crore saplings were planted with the participation of
citizens from diverse sections of society. Over time, tree plantation has become a
meaningful way for people to celebrate birthdays, anniversaries and other special occasions.
A New Tradition: Plant a Tree Instead of Giving Mementos

Highlighting the need for meaningful ways of expressing appreciation, Hon’ble Union
Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan appealed to institutions and individuals to plant trees
instead of presenting traditional mementos or shawls during welcome ceremonies. He
suggested that those wishing to honour him could plant saplings and share photographs of
the plantation, which he described as a more meaningful and lasting gesture.

Tree Bank and ‘Ankur’ Platform

The Minister also outlined a framework for expanding the campaign through initiatives such
as a “Tree Bank” and digital platforms like ‘Ankur’. Under the Tree Bank concept,
individuals or organisations could contribute funds for large-scale plantation activities.
Dedicated institutions would then take responsibility for planting and nurturing saplings.

He further suggested creating a national digital platform where citizens could register to
plant trees on special occasions such as birthdays, anniversaries, or commemorative dates.
People living in cities could also sponsor plantation drives, receive updates about the
saplings planted in their name, and track their growth.

Encouraging Public Participation

To widen participation, Shri Chouhan proposed introducing a missed-call system through
which citizens could easily register their interest in joining tree plantation activities. Such
participants could later be invited to collective plantation programmes, awareness drives,
and training initiatives.

He emphasised that planting trees is not merely an environmental activity but a service to the
entire ecosystem, as trees contribute to oxygen generation, biodiversity protection, rainfall
cycles, and overall ecological balance.

Five Years of Continuous Commitment

The ‘One Plant Per Day’ resolution began on 19 February 2021, on the occasion of Narmada Jayanti at Amarkantak, when Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan
planted saplings on the banks of the Narmada River and pledged to plant at least one tree every day. Over the past five years, he has maintained this
commitment consistently, planting more than 6,000 saplings despite a demanding public schedule.

In his concluding remarks, Hon’ble Union Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan expressed confidence that if even a fraction of India’s population joins
such initiatives, millions of trees can be planted across the country. He encouraged citizens to adopt the spirit of “One Plant Per Day” in their own
way—daily, monthly, or on special occasions—to contribute towards a greener and more sustainable future.

Participants at the programme also took a collective pledge to promote tree plantation and environmental conservation, reinforcing the message that

small individual actions can collectively create a significant impact.

Holi Celebrations at KRIBHCO Bhawan, Noida

The festival of colours was celebrated with great enthusiasm and warmth at KRIBHCO Bhawan, Noida,
where employees gathered to mark the joyous occasion of Holi in a vibrant and festive atmosphere.
